o Register by phone (410-313-2787) or online (www.hocoarts.org) with Visa/Mastercard; in person on weekdays, 9AM-5PM at the HCAC
office; or via regular mail: HCAC Camps 8510 High Ridge Road, Ellicott City, MD 21043. Checks payable to HCAC.
Advance registration is required. Fees must be paid in full at the time of registration.
Programs are subject to minimum and maximum enrollment and are filled first-come, first-served.
Acceptance is automatic unless notified. Students are responsible for arriving on the correct day and time.
A $50 administrative fee will be charged for switching classes within 2 weeks of program start.
